 LIGHTING OF THE ADVENT CANDLE (SITTING) 

Advent 2 – The Prophets –Peace 

Today is the Second Sunday of Advent and we will light the Candle of Peace.  Last Sunday we 
lit the First Candle in our Advent Wreath, and celebrated the patriarchs, this First Candle 
reminded us of our hope in Christ. We light it again as we remember our Saviour, born a king 
in the line of King David. Jesus was born in Bethlehem, and we believe that he will come again 
to fulfill all of God's promises to us, to rule the world wisely and bless all nations.   

¶ The First Candle is lit, the Candle of Hope 

Today we light the Second Candle of Advent, the Candle of Peace. We remember the prophets 
who spoke of the coming of Christ, of how a Savior would be born, a king in the line of King 
David that would rule the world wisely and bless all the nations. The prophet Isaiah called 
Christ "the Prince of Peace".  

We light this Candle of Peace to remind us that Jesus is that Prince of Peace. By the righteous 
and perfect sacrifice of himself offered on the Cross, the curse of sin is done away and peace 
with God is procured for us.  

¶ The Second Candle is lit, the Candle of Peace 

Peace is like a light shining in a dark place. When Jesus came he taught people the importance 
of being peace-makers. He said that those who make peace shall be called the children of God. 
As we look at this candle, we celebrate the peace we find in Jesus, and we seek to share it 
others.   

Leader:   O Root of Jesse, who standest for an ensign of the people, before whom kings shall 
shut their mouths, to whom the nations shall seek: 

People:   Come quickly and deliver us.         (O Radix Jesse) 
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Reader:   Readings from the books of the prophets Malachi and Isaiah. 

"Behold, I send My messenger, and he will prepare the way before Me. And the Lord, whom 
you seek, will suddenly come to His temple, even the Messenger of the covenant, in whom you 
delight. Behold, He is coming," says the LORD of hosts. But who can endure the day of His 
coming? And who can stand when He appears? For He is like a refiner's fire and like launderers' 
soap. He will sit as a refiner and a purifier of silver; He will purify the sons of Levi, and purge 
them as gold and silver, that they may offer to the LORD an offering in righteousness. Then the 
offering of Judah and Jerusalem will be pleasant to the LORD, as in the days of old, as in former 
years. “And I will come near you for judgment; I will be a swift witness against sorcerers, 
against adulterers, against perjurers, against those who exploit wage earners and widows and 
orphans, and against those who turn away an alien -- Because they do not fear Me,” says the 
LORD of hosts.  (Malachi 3:1-5) 

“Behold, I will send you Elijah the prophet before the coming of the great and dreadful day of 
the LORD. And he will turn the hearts of the fathers to the children, And the hearts of the 
children to their fathers, Lest I come and strike the earth with a curse.”  (Malachi 4:5-6) 

For unto us a Child is born, unto us a Son is given; And the government will be upon His 
shoulder. And His name will be called Wonderful, Counselor, Mighty God, Everlasting Father, 
Prince of Peace. Of the increase of His government and peace there will be no end, upon the 
throne of David and over His kingdom, to order it and establish it with judgment and justice 
from that time forward, even forever. The zeal of the Lord of hosts will perform this. (Isaiah 
9:6-7) 
Leader:   O Key of David, Sceptre of the house of Israel, who can open and no man shut, and 

shut and no man open: 
People:   Come and rescue the prisoners who are in darkness and in the shadow of 

death. (O Clavis David) 
Leader:   Let us pray. 
People:   Lord Jesus, Light of the World, the prophets said you would bring peace and 

save your people from trouble. Give peace in our hearts at Christmastide. We 
ask that as we wait for you to come again, that you would remain present with 
us. Help us today, and every day to worship you, to hear your word, and to do 
your will by sharing your peace with each other. We ask it in the name of the 
one who was born in Bethlehem. Amen. 

¶  After the Lighting of the Advent Candle, the minister will continue with the Order for Holy Communion. 
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 THE ORDER FOR HOLY COMMUNION 

Minister: The Lord be with you. 
People: And with thy spirit. 
Minister: Let us pray. (all kneel) 

¶ Minister: 
LMIGHTY God, unto whom all hearts are open, all desires known, and from whom no 
secrets are hid; Cleanse the thoughts of our hearts by the inspiration of thy Holy Spirit, 

that we may perfectly love thee, and worthily magnify thy holy Name; through Christ our Lord. 
Amen. 

¶ Turning to the people, the minister continues: 

Hear what our Lord Jesus Christ saith, 

HOU shalt love the Lord thy God with 
all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and 

with all thy mind. This is the first and great 
commandment. And the second is like unto 
it, Thou shalt love thy neighbor as thyself. 
On these two commandments hang all the 
Law and the Prophets. 

¶ Congregation SINGS Kyrie (right): 

Minister: Let us pray. 

The Collect for the 2nd Sunday in Advent 
LESSED Lord, who hast caused all holy Scriptures to be written for our learning; Grant 
that we may in such wise hear them, read, mark, learn, and inwardly digest them, that by 
patience and comfort of thy holy Word, we may embrace, and ever hold fast, the blessed 

hope of everlasting life, which thou hast given us in our Saviour Jesus Christ. Amen. 
 

The Collect for Advent 
LMIGHTY God, give us grace that we may cast away the works of darkness, and put upon 
us the armour of light, now in the time of this mortal life, in which thy Son Jesus Christ 

came to visit us in great humility; that in the last day, when he shall come again in his glorious 
majesty to judge both the quick and the dead, we may rise to the life immortal, through him 
who liveth and reigneth with thee and the Holy Ghost, now and ever.  Amen. 
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 THE EPISTLE LESSON (SITTING) 

Lector:  The Epistle lesson is written in the 15th chapter of the St. Paul’s Epistle to the 
Romans beginning at the 4th verse.   

HATSOEVER things were written aforetime were written for our learning, that we 
through patience and comfort of the scriptures might have hope. Now the God of 

patience and consolation grant you to be likeminded one toward another according to Christ 
Jesus: that ye may with one mind and one mouth glorify God, even the Father of our Lord Jesus 
Christ. Wherefore receive ye one another, as Christ also received us to the glory of God. Now I 
say that Jesus Christ was a minister of the circumcision for the truth of God, to confirm the 
promises made unto the fathers: and that the Gentiles might glorify God for his mercy; as it is 
written, For this cause I will confess to thee among the Gentiles, and sing unto thy name. And 
again he saith, Rejoice, ye Gentiles, with his people. And again, Praise the Lord, all ye Gentiles; 
and laud him, all ye people. And again, Esaias saith, There shall be a root of Jesse, and he that 
shall rise to reign over the Gentiles; in him shall the Gentiles trust. Now the God of hope fill you 
with all joy and peace in believing, that ye may abound in hope, through the power of the Holy 
Ghost. 

Lector:  Here endeth the Epistle lesson.

Congregation SINGS:   

ND there shall be signs in the sun, and in the moon, and in the stars; and upon the earth 
distress of nations, with perplexity; the sea and the waves roaring; men’s hearts failing 

them for fear, and for looking after those things which are coming on the earth: for the powers 
of heaven shall be shaken. And then shall they see the Son of man coming in a cloud with power 
and great glory. And when these things begin to come to pass, then look up, and lift up your 
heads; for your redemption draweth nigh. And he spake to them a parable; Behold the fig tree, 
and all the trees; when they now shoot forth, ye see and know of your own selves that summer 
is now nigh at hand. So likewise ye, when ye see these things come to pass, know ye that the 
kingdom of God is nigh at hand. Verily I say unto you, This generation shall not pass away, till 
all be fulfilled. Heaven and earth shall pass away: but my words shall not pass away. 
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Minister:  The Gospel of the Lord.

offer unto thy Divine Majesty; beseeching thee to inspire continually the universal Church with 
the spirit of truth, unity, and concord: And grant that all those who do confess thy holy Name 
may agree in the truth of thy holy Word, and live in unity and godly love. We beseech thee also, 
so to direct and dispose the hearts of all Christian rulers, that they may truly and impartially 
administer justice, to the punishment of wickedness and vice, and to the maintenance of thy 
true religion, and virtue. Give grace, O heavenly Father, to all Bishops and other Ministers, that 
they may, both by their life and doctrine, set forth thy true and lively Word, and rightly and 
duly administer thy holy Sacraments. And to all thy People give thy heavenly grace; and 
especially to this congregation here present; that, with meek heart and due reverence, they 
may hear, and receive thy holy Word; truly serving thee in holiness and righteousness all the 
days of their life.

E who do truly and earnestly repent you of your sins, and are in love and charity with your 
neighbours, and intend to lead a new life, following the commandments of God, and 

walking from henceforth in his holy ways; Draw near with faith, and take this holy Sacrament 
to your comfort; and make your humble confession to Almighty God, devoutly kneeling.  

LMIGHTY God, Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, Maker of all things, Judge of all 
men; We acknowledge and bewail our manifold sins and wickedness, Which we, 

from time to time, most grievously have committed, By thought, word, and deed, 
Against thy Divine Majesty, Provoking most justly thy wrath and indignation against 
us. We do earnestly repent, And are heartily sorry for these our misdoings; The 
remembrance of them is grievous unto us; The burden of them is intolerable. Have 
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mercy upon us, Have mercy upon us, most merciful Father; For thy Son our Lord 
Jesus Christ’s sake, Forgive us all that is past; And grant that we may ever hereafter 
Serve and please thee In newness of life, To the honour and glory of thy Name; 
Through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen. 
 

¶ Then shall the Priest, or the Bishop if he be present, turn to the people, say, 

LMIGHTY God, our heavenly Father, who of his great mercy hath promised forgiveness of 
sins to all those who with hearty repentance and true faith turn unto him; Have mercy 

upon you;  pardon and deliver you from all your sins; confirm and strengthen you in all 
goodness; and bring you to everlasting life; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

Hear what comfortable words our Saviour Christ saith unto all who truly turn to him.

LL glory be to thee, Almighty God, our heavenly Father, for that thou, of thy tender mercy, 
didst give thine only Son Jesus Christ to suffer death upon the Cross for our redemption; 

who made there (by his one oblation of himself once offered) a full, perfect, and sufficient 
sacrifice, oblation, and satisfaction, for the sins of the whole world; and did institute, and in his 
holy Gospel command us to continue, a perpetual memory of that his precious death and 
sacrifice, until his coming again: For in the night in which he was betrayed, he took Bread; and 
when he had given thanks, he brake it, and gave it to his disciples, saying, Take, eat, this is my 
Body, which is given for you; Do this in remembrance of me. Likewise, after supper, he took 
the Cup; and when he had given thanks, he gave it to them, saying, Drink ye all of this; for this 
is my Blood of the New Testament, which is shed for you, and for many, for the remission of 
sins; Do this, as oft as ye shall drink it, in remembrance of me. 

HEREFORE, O Lord and heavenly Father, according to the institution of thy dearly 
beloved Son our Saviour Jesus Christ, we, thy humble servants, do celebrate and make 

here before thy Divine Majesty, with these thy holy gifts, which we now offer unto thee, the 
memorial thy Son hath commanded us to make; having in remembrance his blessed passion 
and precious death, his mighty resurrection and glorious ascension; rendering unto thee most 
hearty thanks for the innumerable benefits procured unto us by the same. 

ND we most humbly beseech thee, O merciful Father, to hear us; and, of thine almighty 
goodness, vouchsafe to bless and sanctify, with thy Word and Holy Spirit, these thy gifts 

and creatures of bread and wine; that we, receiving them according to thy Son our Saviour 
Jesus Christ’s holy institution, in remembrance of his death and passion, may be partakers of 
his most blessed Body and Blood .  

ND we earnestly desire thy fatherly goodness, mercifully to accept this our sacrifice of 
praise and thanksgiving; most humbly beseeching thee to grant that, by the merits and 

death of thy Son Jesus Christ, and through faith in his blood, we, and all thy whole Church, may 
obtain remission of our sins, and all other benefits of his passion. And here we offer and 
present unto thee, O Lord, our selves, our souls and bodies, to be a reasonable, holy, and living 
sacrifice unto thee; humbly beseeching thee, that we, and all others who shall be partakers of 
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this Holy Communion, may worthily receive the most precious Body and Blood of thy Son Jesus 
Christ, be filled with thy grace and heavenly benediction, and made one body with him, that he 
may dwell in us, and we in him. And although we are unworthy, through our manifold sins, to 
offer unto thee any sacrifice; yet we beseech thee to accept this our bounden duty and service; 
not weighing our merits, but pardoning our offences, through Jesus Christ our Lord; by whom, 
and with whom, in the unity of the Holy Ghost, all honour and glory be unto thee, O Father 
Almighty, world without end. Amen. 
 

Priest: And now, as our Saviour Christ hath taught us, we are bold to say,  
UR Father, who art in heaven, Hallowed be thy Name. Thy kingdom come. Thy 
will be done, On earth as it is in heaven. Give us this day our daily bread. And 

And lead us 
not into temptation, But deliver us from evil. For thine is the kingdom, and the 
power, and the glory, for ever and ever. Amen. 

Priest (kneeling): 
E do not presume to come to this thy Table, O merciful Lord, trusting in our own 
righteousness, but in thy manifold and great mercies. We are not worthy so much as to 

gather up the crumbs under thy Table. But thou art the same Lord, whose property is always 
to have mercy: Grant us, therefore, gracious Lord, so to eat the flesh of thy dear Son Jesus 
Christ, and to drink his blood, that our sinful bodies may be made clean by his body, and our 
souls washed through his most precious blood, and that we may evermore dwell in him, and 
he in us.  Amen.
