THE EPISTLE LESSON (SITTING)

Lector: The Epistle lesson is written in the 6% chapter of St. Paul’s first Epistle to the
Corinthians beginning at the 1 verse.

E then, as workers together with him, beseech you also that ye receive not the grace of God

in vain; (for he saith, I have heard thee in a time accepted, and in the day of salvation have
I succoured thee: behold, now is the accepted time; behold, now is the day of salvation;) giving no
offence in any thing, that the ministry be not blamed: but in all things approving ourselves as the
ministers of God, in much patience, in afflictions, in necessities, in distresses, in stripes, in
imprisonments, in tumults, in labours, in watchings, in fastings; by pureness, by knowledge, by
long-suffering, by kindness, by the Holy Ghost, by love unfeigned, by the word of truth, by the
power of God, by the armour of righteousness on the right hand and on the left, by honour and
dishonour, by evil report and good report: as deceivers, and yet true; as unknown, and yet well
known; as dying, and, behold, we live; as chastened, and not killed; as sorrowful, yet alway rejoicing;
as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things.

Then the devil taketh him up into the holy city, and setteth
him on a pinnacle of the temple, and saith unto him, If thou be the Son of God, cast thyself down:

thee up, lest at any time thou dash thy foot against a stone. Jesus said unto him, It is written again,
Thou shalt not tempt the Lord thy God. Again, the devil taketh him up into an exceeding high
mountain, and showeth him all the kingdoms of the world, and the glory of them; and saith unto
him, All these things will I give thee, if thou wilt fall down and worship me. Then saith Jesus unto
him, Get thee hence, Satan: for it is written, Thou shalt worship the Lord thy God, and him only
shalt thou serve.

And to all thy People give thy heavenly grace; and especially to this congregation here present; that,
with meek heart and due reverence, they may hear, and receive thy holy Word; truly serving thee
in holiness and righteousness all the days of their life.

EXHORTATION (STANDING)

EARLY beloved in the Lord, ye who mind to come to the holy Communion of the Body and

Blood of our Saviour Christ, must consider how Saint Paul exhorteth all persons diligently to
examine themselves, before they presume to eat of that Bread, and drink of that Cup. For as the
benefit is great, if with a true penitent heart and lively faith we receive that holy Sacrament; so is
the danger great, if we receive the same unworthily. Judge therefore yourselves, brethren, that ye
be not judged of the Lord; repent you truly for your sins past; have a lively and steadfast faith in
Christ our Saviour; amend your lives, and be in perfect charity with all men; so shall ye be meet
partakers of those holy mysteries.

And above all things ye must give most humble and hearty thanks to God, the Father, the
Son, and the Holy Ghost, for the redemption of the world by the death and passion of our Saviour
Christ, both God and man; who did humble himself, even to the death upon the Cross, for us,
miserable sinners, who lay in darkness and the shadow of death; that he might make us the
children of God, and exalt us to everlasting life. And to the end that we should always remember
the exceeding great love of our Master, and only Saviour, Jesus Christ, thus dying for us, and the
innumerable benefits which by his precious blood-shedding he hath obtained for us; he hath
instituted and ordained holy mysteries, as pledges of his love, and for a continual remembrance of
his death, to our great and endless comfort.

To him therefore, with the Father and the Holy Ghost, let us give, as we are most bounden,
continual thanks; submitting ourselves wholly to his holy will and pleasure, and studying to serve
him in true holiness and righteousness all the days of our life. Amen.

neighbours, and intend to lead a new life, following the commandments of God, and walking
from henceforth in his holy ways; Draw near with faith, and take this holy Sacrament to your
comfort; and make your humble confession to Almighty God, devoutly kneeling.

Testament, which is shed for you, and for many, for the remission of sins; Do this, as oft as ye shall
drink it, in remembrance of me.'¥

HEREFORE, O Lord and heavenly Father, according to the institution of thy dearly beloved

Son our Saviour Jesus Christ, we, thy humble servants, do celebrate and make here before
thy Divine Majesty, with these thy holy gifts, which we now offer unto thee, the memorial thy Son
hath commanded us to make; having in remembrance his blessed passion and precious death, his
mighty resurrection and glorious ascension; rendering unto thee most hearty thanks for the
innumerable benefits procured unto us by the same.

ND we most humbly beseech thee, O merciful Father, to hear us; and, of thine almighty

goodness, vouchsafe to bless and sanctify, with thy Word and Holy Spirit, these thy gifts and
creatures of bread and wine; that we, receiving them according to thy Son our Saviour Jesus
Christ’s holy institution, in remembrance of his death and passion, may be partakers of his most
blessed Body and Blood .

ND we earnestly desire thy fatherly goodness, mercifully to accept this our sacrifice of praise

and thanksgiving; most humbly beseeching thee to grant that, by the merits and death of thy
Son Jesus Christ, and through faith in his blood, we, and all thy whole Church, may obtain
remission of our sins, and all other benefits of his passion. And here we offer and present unto
thee, O Lord, our selves, our souls and bodies, to be a reasonable, holy, and living sacrifice unto
thee; humbly beseeching thee, that we, and all others who shall be partakers of this Holy
Communion, may worthily receive the most precious Body and Blood of thy Son Jesus Christ, be
filled with thy grace and heavenly benediction, and made one body with him, that he may dwell in
us, and we in him. And although we are unworthy, through our manifold sins, to offer unto thee
any sacrifice; yet we beseech thee to accept this our bounden duty and service; not weighing our
merits, but pardoning our offences, through Jesus Christ our Lord; by whom, and with whom, in
the unity of the Holy Ghost, all honour and glory be unto thee, O Father Almighty, world without
end. Amen.
